The son of the
late Alexander Robillard ot Ottaws,
member of the Ontario Legislature for
Russell County under the leadership of
Sir Oliver Mowat, Albert Robillard
eame ot a family which has linked five
 generations of Freoch-Canadians in the
Ottawa Valley. His _grandfatber,
Antoine Robillard, was one of the con-
| tractors for- the Ridean Canal, having
constructed the city section and the
|locks at Parliament Hill, familiar to ev-
| ery visitor to Canada’s Capital.

The stone house occupied by Colonel
Bye ot the Royal Engineers, when in
charge of the canal construction, was
also built by .him. The Robillard
quarries supplied the stone for many of
Ottawa’s public buildings, including the
City Hall, the Basilica, the Normal
School and Ottawa College. His uncle
Dr. Adolpbe Robillard, was for many
years Medical Officer of Health for the
city ot Ottawa.

The late A. E. Robillard in his early
manhood was an enthusiastic hunter of
big game, having in his home trophies
obtained in virtually every province in
Canada and also Newtoundland. He
| had crossed the Rockies on horseback;
and he penetrated through Northern
Ontario by cance to James Bay years
before railway conbpection was estab-
lished, in connection with Indian treaty
payments. His home at York Mills is a
veritable museum of Canadiana.
