DR. W. A. SHANNON,
~ EMINENT PHYSICIAN
DIES IN SEATTLE

Arrived Here Thirty-Five Yearsi
Ago; Was Prominent in |

Dr. W. A. Shauvvon, eminent in
Seattle, and state affairs since his
arrival here thirty-five years ago, died
at 4:20 o'clock Tuesday afternoon,
May 6, at Columbus Sanitariam, at the
age of sixty-six.

Stricken with a heart axlment,, Dr.
Shanpon had been unconscious for
twenty-four hours. With the lite-tide
slowly ebbing, the pioneer physician,
. was given the last rites of the Catholic |
faith.

| During his long residence in Seattle |
' Dr. Sbannon bas been president ot the !
'King County Medical Society, a membcr'
cf the board of regentsot the University
of Washington, a member of the Seattle
school  board, vice president of
Columbus Sapitarium apd surgeon
general of the Natioral Guard of Wash-
ington, was the rank of lieutenant
colonel. He was a Democrat in poli-
tics. In club life he had or2 of the
largest acquaintances in Sealtle, and
was well-known in professional circles
throughout the state.

Dr. Shannon was bern in Ontario,
June 5, 1857, graduated from Toronto
University and from Yale, and came to
Seattle in 1589, the year of the *big
fire.” '

He is survived by a widow, Mrs.
Sarah Hunt Shannon, residing at the
Sorrento Hotel; two sons, Gerald
Shannon, in the insurance business,
and Dr. Clarence Shannon, eye, ear,
nose and throat specialist; two
brovhers, Dr. James Shannon, of'
Seattle, and Dan of Marmora, and one'
sister, Mrs. Anna Ellicott, Seattle.

He was one of the leading
phbysictans of the North West and the
public has suffered a grea# loss. His
btother, Dr. James Shannon also of
Seattle was clesely associated with bim
for the past thirty five years, not only
as a brother but also as partner in the|
medieal profession.

The late Dr. Shannon was: born in
Marmora Townshlp, Jane §th, 1857 and
was a sorn of the late Daniel Shannon
and Margaret Crawford- He began his
education at Beaver Creek school, later
teaching in schools in this county, also
im the Bramtford Institute for the
Blind. He was a graduate of Trinity
Uniyersity, Teronto, and of Yale.
