HENRY AUGUSTINE McNALLY 

A well kncwn and highly respected 
resident of Ma.rauora passed away on 
Sunday, July 26th, in the pers1 of 
Henry Augustine McNally. He was in 
his 67th year and had been in failing 
health for abcut four years. He died 
in St. Joseph's Hospital Peterborough. 

The latq Mr. McNally was born at 
Wstpert, Ontario, a son of the late 
William Henry McNally and his wife 
the former Mary Agnes O'Donoghue. 
His early life was spent in eastern 
Ontario and he attended Queen's Un-
iversity, graduating in 1914 as a Met-
allurgical Engineer.
