~ High Honeurs As Airman

Technical Sergeant Frederick O.
Meehan was born in Marmora town-
ship and spent his boyhood years in
this district. He is a brother of Mr.
Wm. Meehan and has quite a number
relatives in this vicinity, The follow-
ing is copied from an American news-
paper. '
A veteran of one of the outstand-
ing missions of the Eighth Alr Force,
Technical Sergeant Frederick O.
Meehan, 26, son of Mrs. Susan Mee-
han, of 721 Seventeenth street,
and husband of Mrs. Ethel A. Mee-
han, of 711 Seventeenth sureet, has
been awarded the Distinguished Fly-
ing Cross for “extraordinary ach-
ievement” as waist gunner of a
B-17 Flying Fortress named “Heav-
en’s Above”. He went over with
the first wave of bombers on D-Day
and took part in the St. Lo offen-
sive, the drive that culminated in the
conquest of the Brest peninsula.

His narrowest escape, he related,
was on a mission to oil retineries at
Brux, Czechoslovakia. A flak shell
went completely through the bomb
bay of his plane without exploding;
missing the bombs by about four
inches, and then exploded after it
went out throufh the top of the
